Student Film Festival Review- Elna :

We will begin to promote the film festival event in September 2006.  Elna plans to meet with 
Brian Jones (principal at the middle school) in August to target teachers for class projects that 
would incorporate the film festival into the assignment.  Elna would also like to hold an 
assembly at the middle school to promote the festival and generate some hype.

Informational fliers should be placed in every teacher’s box by mid-August, says Garn.

Dick noted that the Elkie award will be showcased at the middle school for the next school year.

Virginia is going to write a grant to the Haller Foundation for funding of all scholarships for the 
film festival.  She will stress that it is a non-traditional event, serving underprivileged children 
and affects a large number of kids, and is creativity-based.  She will also stress that scholarships
are given for tech schools as well as colleges.  Garn suggested we ask for the maximum amount, 
which is $12,000.

Public Relations Update-Virginia:

Virginia is still working on development of a banner for our SEF newsletter.  We are looking 
for a more contemporary-styled caricature of modern students.  Also, Dick isn’t satisfied with 
the current logo Legacy of Learning---he wants something that sounds more “hip” or 
contemporary.
Garn offered that a “green philosophy” (using recycled paper) impresses some people, and we
should keep this in mind for our newsletters.

The SEF newsletter for fall should read like a kick-off with all the events for the entire school 
year, beginning with promoting the film festival.
