4. New business

 

a. Marsha Omdal request to fund teacher travel cultural exchange to Japan (Nov. 1-11) $500 travel money

Elna says no because this is an individual’s request and there should be fundraisers that she could take part in with students who are trying to raise the money to go. Katie agrees; there’s better use for our funds. We want to benefit a lot of children. Garn and Dick also against it.

Four chaperones (Garn, Ron Farquar and wife, Marsha) plus 8-10 students going. We will not entertain requests for travel money.

b. teacher’s grants – Katie

BBB + Martha Rudersdorf handling a mentorship program for new teachers (25 this year). Over the next six years, 50 percent of teachers could be eligible for retirement (teachers can retire at 55), so this mentoring program is a good thing. 

Two book for each teacher: 

- Classroom Management

- Assessment of Student Leaning, Teaching Methods

(*idea* sticker to be put in each book that says, “this book funded by SEF” and present books in person)

$1,403 total for all new teachers. They use the accompanying videotapes for new teachers meetings already. 

 

Very important: Katie will follow up with BBB + Martha at the end of the school year to see how effective these two books are. 

 

Garn says we already get money for professional development. He wants to give teacher’s choice to keep or return the books. He feels confident BBB + Martha would select good choices.

 

Walt moves to fund this book grant that contrary to our usual policy, the teacher have the option of keeping the books at the end of the school year. Patsene seconds, motion passes.

 

(New focus: expanding SEF benefit to teacher development)

 

Katie says national certification = $500 application fee. Katie says there is a lot of state/federal money available for this fee already. UPS, Coca Cola, State Farm also offer money for this already. Dick says leave until next time. Dick says he wants SEF to get involved with advocating teacher development – this will help to ??????motivate??????

 

We need to establish relationship with PTOs at all local schools. The PTOs could help with filming the teachers who are seeking certification.

 

We should invite PTO reps to our meetings to acquaint them with SEF.

 

Offer to have PTOs concession for Film Festival or spaghetti feed prior to Film Festival.

 

Washington Mutual has money available for betterment of schools (not physical) in amounts greater than $10,000 and under $10,000. Katie is willing to fill out paper work to apply for this with a specific project.
