The scope of the Student Film Festival Competition is to showcase work of public school students for nonprofit
educational purposes. Student entries will be expressed in video format. Videos shall be judged on the basis of
Creativity, Academic and Educational Value, Demonstrated Technical Ability in Video Production, and Music &
Sound. Only students enrolled in Sequim Public School District grade 6-12 classes are eligible to enter to win.

Categories:
= Dramatic/Narrative/Comedy - includes music videos, animation, claymation, machinima, etc.
= Documentary - includes news packages, instructional videos, demos, etc.
= Commercials/Promos - includes sports highlights, yearbooks, etc.

Submission Guidelines: Any violation may result in disqualification by Sequim Education Foundation.

Seven (7) minutes maximum length, including credits.

CD or DVD must play in Windows Media Player.

English language or English subtitles.

Produced since June of 2011.

No profanity or nudity. No portrayals of alcohol, smoking, or drugs except as an anti-campaign
issue. No swearing or offensive language. Minimal violence.

Video Production Teams must include one, or more, eligible student members. Limited adult
assistance may be allowed. Paid, or professional assistance, will disqualify an entry.

7. Eligible students may not serve on more than one Video Production Team in the competition.
8. Copyright owner’s permission must be obtained for copyrighted material and music used.
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Judging: Videos winning 1st, 2nd, and 3rd Place will be determined by an independent panel of judges
appointed by Sequim Education Foundation (SEF). The video winning the “Elkie” Award will be decided by
SEF on the basis of audience response, and presented to the winning Video Production Team’s school.

Awards: Only eligible Video Production Team members may win awards and prizes. In the event a winning
team has more than three eligible Video Production Team members, the total scholarship awards and cash
prizes allocated to their award level shall be divided equally among all eligible team members.

«1st Place - $3,000 in Scholarships and $300 in cash will be divided equally among eligible winning Video
Production Team members; however, no one team member shall receive more than a $1,000
scholarship and $100 in cash.

«2nd Place - $2,250 in Scholarships and $150 in cash to be divided equally among eligible winning Video
Production Team members; however, no one team member shall receive more than a $750 scholarship
and $50 in cash.

«3rd Place - $1,500 in Scholarships and $90 in cash to be divided equally among eligible winning Video
Production Team members; however, no one team member shall receive more than a $500 scholarship
and $30 in cash.

eEnvironmental Award sponsored by Olympic Peninsula Audubon Society — Teams must indicate they are
competing for this award on their application. If so, film’s main theme must address an environmental
subject. The award $250 in cash divided equally among eligible winning Video Production Team
members; however, no one team member shall receive more than a $50 in cash.
