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SEQUIM STUDENT FILM FESTIVAL WINNERS
The first annual Student Film Festival Competition was held last Friday, April 21st, in the Sequim High School Performing Arts Center.  Students from both Sequim Middle School and Sequim High School entered videos in the competition.  Videos were judged by an independent panel of judges, and selected videos were shown at the Festival.

The Film Festival Competition was sponsored by the Sequim Education Foundation (SEF) which awarded scholarships to each member of the winning video production teams. First place team members each received a $500 scholarship and $50 cash.  Second and third place team members each received a $250 scholarship and $25 cash, or a $100 scholarship and $10 cash, respectively.  The “Elkie” Award went to the video getting the best audience response for display at the winning team’s school.
The comedy team of Ryan Gabrukiewicz and Mike Piper introduced the student film-makers and their videos, and put on a fantastic show for all.  SEF president Dick Hughes, and SEF Film Festival Committee chair Elna Kawal presented the scholarship awards and cash prizes to the winning team members.

Caitlin McNulty, Lara Lichten, and Audrey Lichten won first place with their video “Satired Sequim” which likened Sequim to Silverdale to the tune of “Silver Bells”.  Colin Haenel, Spencer Smith, Felisha Giralmo, Hunter Crowell, and Amanda Layton took second place with “FBLA Recruitment”.  The Sequim Middle School team of Jordy Shearer, Hallie Twiss, Bo Pinnell, and Nick Spencer won third place with their video, “TISAM Abstinence Boy”.    The abstinence video also won the “Elkie” Award for display at their school by receiving the best audience response. 

Committee chair, Elna Kawal, says she expects the Film Festival Competition to grow tremendously in 2007, especially when the other students see how much money was won by their fellow students this year.
